ABBREVIATIONS
K - Knit
P - Purl
M1L - make one left (make one away)

Cast of all stitches on 
the arm but do not cut 
thread.

Fold the arm with the wrong 
side out. Insert a crochet 
hook into the loop.

3.
Crochet the arm together 
with 1 slip stitch every 
second row of the arm.
Put the last st from the 
hook onto the left knitting 
needle. 

4.
Knit the first two stitches 
together (the one from the 
hook and first one from the 
back.)

Row 17 continues:

17	 K37 (=20 from the back and 17 for the left arm), M1L.

18	 K2, purl to the last 2 stitches, K2 (=51)

30	 K3, (P1, K1) until last 2 stitches, K3 (=51)

MATERIALS
Knitting needles no 2
Crochet needle Boye no 8
Cotton yarn or sock yarn suitable to the stitches and 
gauge. 

GAUGE
15 stitches and 20 rows = 5 cm (2 inches)

The easy way with only two loose ends to weave in! 

As the troll has a BIG belly, the fronts overlapp a little bit more than what is common.
