Miniature A migurumi Burwy

Pattern by Racquel Alexia Barrett aka Alexia B (yahoo id: ladidle)

Materials:

e Size 10 crochet thread

e 1.3 mm hook or hook that gives a gauge tight enough that won’t allow stuffing to show through

o  Polyfil

o Embroidery thread for features
o Dental floss for jointing

e Yarnneedle

Head:

Rnd 1: 6 sc in magic loop

Rnd 2: inc in ea st around (12 sc)

Rnd 3: [1 sc, inc in next st] 6 times (18 sc)

Rnd 4: [sc in next 2 sts, inc in next] 6 times (24 sc)

Rnd 5: [sc in next 3 sts, inc in next] 6 times (30 sc)

Rnd 6: [sc in next 4 sts, inc in next] 6 times (36 sc)

Rnd 7-11: sc in ea st around (36 sc)

Rnd 12: [ sc in next 4 sts, dec over next 2 sts] 6 times (30 sc)
Rind 13: [ sc in next 3 sts, dec over next 2 sts] 6 times (24 sc)

Rnd 14: [ sc in next 2 sts, dec over next 2 sts] 6 times (18 sc)

Rnd 15: [ sc in next st, dec over next 2 sts] 6 times (12)

You may start stuffing the head at this point. Now, you have
two options: crocheting the head and body separate or as one
piece. If you would like to make the head be separate from the
body, [dec next 2 sts] 6 times around. Close hole and fasten
off. If you would like to make the head and body as one piece,
continue as follows:

Body (continuing from head):

Rnd 16: sc in ea st around (12 sc)

Rnd 17: [1 sc, inc in next st] 6 times (18 sc)

Rnd 18-19: sc in ea st around (18sc)

Rnd 20: [ sc in next 5 sts, inc in next st] 3 times (21 sc)

Rnd 21-22: sc in ea st around (21sc)
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Rnd 23: [sc in next 5 sts, dec over next 2 sts] 3 times (18 sc)
Rnd 24: [ sc in next st, dec over next 2 sts] 6 times (12 sc)
Stuff body.

Rnd 25: [dec next 2 sts] 6 times (6 sc)

Close hole and fasten off

For Body that is separate from the head:

Rnd 1: 6 sc in magic loop

Rnd 2: inc in ea st around

Rnd 3: [1 sc, inc in next st] 6 times (18 sc)

Rnd 4: [ sc in next 5 sts, inc in next st] 3 times (21 sc)

Rnd 5-6: sc in ea st around (21 sc)

Rnd 7: [sc in next 5 sts, dec over next 2 sts] 3 times (18 sc)
Rnd 8-9: sc in ea st around (18 sc)

Rnd 10: [ sc in next st, dec over next 2 sts] 6 times (12 sc)

Stuff body. You may fasten off and sew on to head here or
continue:

Rnd 11: [dec over next 2 sts] 6 times (6 sc)

Close hole and fasten off.

Ear (make 2)
Chsg

Row 1: sc in 2" ch from hook, sc in next ch, hdc in next 2 ch,
dc in next 3 ch, 5 dc in last ch. Working on other side of the

ch, dc in next 3 ch, hdc in next 2 sts, sc in next 2 ch. Ch 1 and
turn.

Row 2: sc in next 2 sc, hdc in next 2 hdc, dc in next 3 dc, 2 sc
in next 5 dc; dc in next 3 dc, hdc in next 2 hdc, sc in next 2 sc.
Fasten off and leave tail long enough to sew onto head.

Arm (make 2)

Rnd 1: 8 sc in magic ring

Rnd 2-4: sc in ea sc around (8 sc)

Rnd 5-6: sl st in next 4 sts, sc in next 4 sts (8 sts)
Rnd 7-8: sc in ea st around (8 sc)

Stuff arm and close hole. Fasten off.

Leg (make 2)

Rnd 1: 6 sc in magic loop

Rnd 2: inc in ea st around (12 sc)

Rnd 3: sc in the back loops of ea sc around (12 sc)
Rnd 4: sc in ea sc around (12 sc)

Rnd 5: sc in ea of the next 3 sc, [sc dec over next 2 sts] 3
times, sc in ea of the next 3 sc (9 sc)

Rnd 6: sc in ea st around (9 sc)

Stuff leg

Rnd 7: [ 1 sc, sc dec over next 2 sts] 3 times (6 sc)
Rnd 8. Sc in ea st around (6 sc)

Close hole and fasten off.

Now you may assemble your amigurumi as you wish.
